Use Case Diagrams what a system does from the viewpoint of an external observer. The emphasis is on what a system does rather than how.  Use Case Diagrams are closely connected to Use Cases. A Use Case or Scenario is an example of what happens when someone interacts with the system.
Use Case Diagrams are useful for Use case diagrams are helpful in three areas: 
· Determining features (requirements): New use cases often generate new requirements as the system is analyzed and the design takes shape. 
· Communicating with clients: Notational simplicity makes use case diagrams a good way to communicate with clients. 
· Generating test cases: The collection of scenarios for a use case may suggest a suite of test cases for those scenarios.

The Use Case diagram provides a visual depiction supported by a system, the actors who trigger those use cases, and relationships between the use cases.  
1. Select the Use Case Diagrams and select New Use Case Diagram using Wizard.  
a. Click next.
b. You can add or remove use cases.  If you have created a Use Case add here.  Drag and Drop the Use Case you wish to diagram.  Or Click Add new Use Case (you will be taken to add a Use case).  Click Next.

c. Add Actors by Dragging and dropping.  Click Next.
d. Enter a Name and Description for the Use case.  Click Create.
e. You will have a diagram with no connections.  
f. Click  [image: ] to add a Primary Actor link.  Click on the Actor then click on to the Use Case Oval.
g. If Actor needed not on diagram click the Actor figure [image: ]and click on diagram to place.  Add one or more Actors to the Use Case (Primary/Supporting Actors)
h. You also can add other Use Cases.
i. Click Save.
j. Add Multiple Actors and Use Cases.  Click [image: ].  Drag and Drop Actors and Use Cases on the diagram.  Add Links. 
k. Click Save.
l. Add Include Link.  [image: ]  You can only include another Use case.  Include allows for the base use case to make use of functionality present in another use case.  The relationship is most often used when some shared functionality is required by several use cases.  
m. Add Extend Link. [image: ]  You can only extend another Use case.  Extend allows for the insertion of additional behavior into a use case.  And extension is functionally identical to an alternate flow, but is captured in a separate use case for convenience.

6.  How do you want to Share the records.
a. [image: ]You will want to select to Share individual records as that will allow you control on which Actors are represented in your solution.  If you chose Share entire Record Type, the solution will likely have many more Use Cases represented than truly applies to that solution which can result in confusion for the Analyst performing documentation as well as incorrectly represent which entities are impacted by a solution.

7. Select the Use Case to be added to your project.

9. Select the updating process to be applied to the records you are adding. 
a. Use Cases are not universal and can be affected differently for each change effort affecting it.  It is therefore recommended that Manual Update be selected for the updating process.  This will result in a notification to you should another project change the record you choose to reuse so you can evaluate if that change should be reflected in your change efforts.
b. Select Next.

10. Select Share

11. When asked if you want to reconcile links for shared records, select “Yes”.

12. The system will display a result of the records it found associated with the record to be shared.  Those associated records should already be selected.  Select Reconcile.
